Register – a device used in systems of spatial definition

Illumination – a painting on paper or parchment used as illustration and/or decoration for manuscripts or albums. Usually done in rich colors, often supplemented by gold and other precious materials (Book of Hours)

Triptych – an artwork made up of three panels. The panels may be hinged together so the side segments fold over the central area (Ghent altarpiece)

Predella – the lower zone, or base, of an altarpiece, decorated with painting or sculpture related to the main iconographic theme of the altarpiece (ex: Isenheim altarpiece)

Parts of a dome: 

Lantern – a turretlike structure situated on a roof, vault, or dome, with windows that allow light into the space below

Oculus – in architecture, a circular opening. Oculi are usually found either as windows or at the apex of a dome. 

Ribs – projecting band at the juncture of the curved surfaces, or cells, of a vault.

Drum – the wall that supports a dome. Also a segment of the circular shaft of a column.

Genre – a type or category of artistic form, subject, technique, style, or medium.

Holy Roman Empire - 

Fresco – a painting technique in which water-based pigments are applied to a surface of wet plaster. The color is absorbed by the plaster, becoming permanent part of the wall.

(ex Last Supper by Castagno)

Aerial perspective – a method of rendering the effect of spatial distance by subtle variations in color and clarity of representation (Mary at her devotions)
Bestiary – a book describing characteristics, uses, and meaning illustrated by moralizing tales about real and imaginary animals, especially popular during the Middle Ages in western Europe. (Unicorn at the fountain)

Polyptch – an altarpiece constructed from multiple panels , sometimes with hinges to allow for movable wings (Isenheim altarpiece)

Humanism – interest in painting people as they actually are

Petrarch – father of humanism

Chiaroscuro – an Italian word designating the contrast of dark and light in a painting, drawing, or print. Chiaroscuro creates spatial depth and volumetric forms through gradations in the intensity of light and shadow. (Tribute Money)

Vanishing point – the point of origin where stuff vanishes (Return of the hunters)

Orthogonal – involving right angles (isenheim altarpiece)

Foreshorten – to make an object look like it extends backwards into space (Melencolia I)

Coffers – a recessed decorative panel that is used to reduce the weight of and to decorate ceilings or vaults. (church of san Lorenzo)

Trompe l’oeil – a manner of representation in which the appearance of natural space and objects is re-created with the express intention of fooling the eye of the viewer, who may be convinced that the subject actually exists as three-dimensional reality. (four apostles)

Sfumato  - Italian term meaning “smoky,” soft, and mellow. In painting, the effect of haze in an image. (Madonna with the Long Neck)

Reformation - martin luther got all pissed at the church and nailed shit to the do’ cause the church was all about them saints and indulgences and he knew the bible was where it was at; also protestants got pissy about paintings and destroyed them cause they thought they were idol worship

Counter-Reformation – aimed to unify the church: inquisition and council of trent

Mannerism – odd palette, cramped space, elongated proportions, and ambiguous subject matter (Madonna with Long Neck)
