Comedy noir thing

Dick visited by Victoria because her husband is dead.

Dick treats women like objects and frequently forgets Victoria’s name. “Yo vagina”

Steve (the newsboy) kills Dick because he never buys a newspaper.  Stabbing – mini-antagonist takes down main protagonist.
Dick investigates on MySpace. (Monitor typewriter thing, office gets DSL.)
Dick kills husband but never reveals it to audience.  Character is almost lying to himself about it.

Dick investigates through various scenes, broken up through newsboy transitions.
During investigation flashbacks, everyone is wearing fake mustaches, including a random character who isn’t in the scene originally. He could be holding a boom mic and be a part of the crew. During one flashback the scene is completely unrelated, showing the characters in modern dress.

“I was masturbating.” He jacks off in his office to candlelight, and near the end of the movie, after he kills the husband, he pulls out a candle and lights it.
Sound effects guy is very rarely in the shot, but he adds sound effects to the scene—“tap tap tap type type type” for the keyboard, other junk.

Dick in his office narrating.

Victoria walks in and explains that her husband was killed. She wants to hire Dick to find the killer, since he’s the only private eye in town.

Dick asks to see the crime scene, so he and Victoria visit her house where her husband was killed. There’s a ridiculous chalk outline on the floor, to which Dick says, “this is a ridiculous chalk outline.” Victoria replies, “ridiculous check-out line?” and it instantly jumps to Dick in a long check-out line in a grocery store of some sort. It cuts back and Dick stares at Victoria and says, “No. I said ‘Ridiculous chalk outline.”
Victoria explains the basics that her husband was stabbed. Dick writes things in a notebook, a la Steve from Blues Clues. Over the shoulder with Dick saying ‘alright, we have our first clue.’
Victoria explains a few more things while Dick gets down on the floor and licks it. “That’s a very familiar taste, but I can’t quite seem to place it.” Victoria looks at him strangely.
Dick smokes a fake cigarette. When Victoria points out that he can’t smoke in the house, Dick says it’s candy.
Dick leaves and runs into Steve the paperboy for the first time. He rejects the paper.
Dick goes to the library to investigate past news articles.
The next day it shows Victoria coming into the office and catches Dick masturbating. “I was masturbating” he says. There are candles lit everywhere. Both are silent for second, then Victoria asks if there is any new information. Dick suggests that they discuss it over coffee, and when he stands up his pants are at his ankles.
Over coffee, he explains that he went to the library and starts listing information that is common knowledge to Victoria, then follows up with ‘I also learned a lot about giraffes through Zoobooks. Did you know that sharks can smell with their teeth?” Victoria is very confused. Dick excuses himself because he has to “kick the snake in the back of the head, if you know what I mean.” She shakes her head. In the bathroom, he pees then smells the air and takes off his glasses. His nostrils flinch and his eyes water. He returns to the table and Victoria and himself decide to leave.

While walking back to wherever, he runs into Steve the paperboy again. Once again, he rejects the paper.
A montage sequence plays out with Dick doing random things figuring out what happened.

He finishes the montage by sitting at a bench to review the clues. He opens the notebook. It shows his drawings of stick figures and tic-tac-toe.  He glances over to the other side of the bench and spots the sound effects guy, who has a massive urine stain on his pants. Dick points it out, then has a crazy flashback of him peeing in the coffee shop. He whips off his glasses, jumps off the bench and proclaims, “urinka!”

Dick runs to Victoria’s house and lets her know that he has solved the crime. It turns out that he killed her husband and everything is shown through a flashback, which shows Dick lighting candles after he stabs her husband. He reveals that he wanted Victoria and decided to kill her husband so she would come in to see him. Flashbacks show him sitting at a park bench watching Victoria. Apparently, he’s obsessed with her. Victoria has a glamour shot, where Dick becomes infatuated with her.
Victoria is incredibly emotional and screams for Dick to leave. Dick leaves and sees Steve, who is refused once again for the paper, so he stabs Dick in slow motion. Sound effects guy is present.
